The purpose of this study was to determine the significant effect of using Instagram application students speaking ability. The researcher used quasi-experimental research design with quantitative approach. The population of the research was the students at the eighth grade students of MTS N 4 Bengkalis which has 120 participants consists of four classes. The researcher took two classes VII C and VII D as samples 60 participants, one class as an experimental class that was given treatment and another class as a control class that was not given treatment. The participants were selected by using cluster sampling. Techniques of collecting data was using an oral test. The result of the significant difference in students speaking ability post-test experiment class and post-test control class can be seen from the independent from SPSS 27, it showed that sig. (2-tailed) was smaller than 0.05 (0.000<0.05). It mean there was significant difference on students’ speaking ability between experiment class by using Instagram application and control class without using Instagram application. the researcher concluded that Instagram Application can used in the learning process to students’ speaking ability at school, especially at MTS N 4 Bengkalis.
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Introduction 
Speaking is the unit that used by someone to expresses an idea, opinion, or argument, and speaking is also a way of communicating with each other and clarifying the subject. According to (Lander & Brown, 2000), there are six components of speaking that can be scored, pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary, fluency, comprehension and task. Based on the explanation components of speaking above, mastering speaking English it not an easy thing. It needs some knowledge and time to practice a lot. Besides, the students have to learn for communicating information, transferring ideas, or conveying feelings to other people. That is why then the researcher believes that the students need a medium for supporting their speaking skill development.
Social media is a group of internet based applications that build on the ideological and technological foundations and that allow the creation and exchange of user generated content (Kaplan & Haenlein, 2010). Social media is an online platform where people can create, share, and interact with other user-generated content. Examples include Instagram, twitter, Facebook, Tik Tok and so on. Social media for education is the use of social platforms to support the learning process, share knowledge and collaborate. In this context, social media not only functions as a communication tool, but also as an interactive space to access learning materials, discuss and build networks with other students or experts. This platform allows students to choose their favorite tools or applications to support their learning needs, such as discussion groups on Facebook, online learning forums, or professional networks such as LinkedIn. Users can also manage and share their learning portfolios, while collaborating on creating and disseminating educational content Johannes (2014).
Nowadays, the use of application media has changed the learning paradigm by providing a learning experience that is more interactive and can be accessed flexibly. A variety of features such as interactive trials, self-passed practice, and instant feedback make learning more fun and effective. Therefore, researcher wants to conduct quasi experimental research using one of the android applications that are easy to use by students to learn, especially in English. One of the applications that can be used to learn English in Intagram.
Instagram is an online social media platform that enables users to share any photo or video. Furthermore, users can tag other individuals in their photos and videos, search for other users’ Instagram accounts, like and comment on the posted photo or video. According Wulandari (2019), Instagram can be interpreted as an application for sharing photos and videos which user possible to take photos, take videos, applying digital filter, and sharing into various social media services by using an internet connection, so that the information you want to convey can be received quickly. These platforms provide users with a lot of activities for interaction among people, where everybody can exchange, comment, discuss, create information and knowledge in collaborative way by sharing photos and videos. All of this can be done because of technological advances, such as fast internet and sophisticated systems, so that communication and sharing content becomes easier and faster. According to Larsen & Anderson (2011) , technology can be utilized for language learning in two main ways.
Technology is as a teaching resource provider. Technology not only provides authentic source materials for teachers but also offers greater access to learners to learn the target language. As a result, learning can be take place anywhere and anytime. Additionally, learners can customize their learning materials and choose topics according to their needs and goals in language learning. Language learning can be facilitated through social interaction. Social media can facilitate social interaction among learners, enabling them to share knowledge and experiences. It can enhance the learning experience. Instagram and other social networks offer features that allow learners to engage with each other within a community.
Technology can enhance the experience of learning English. When using Instagram, learners don’t just focus on language structure but also on using English in various real-life situation. Technology enables learners to discover different ways of using the language, equipping them with the knowledge and capability to use English accurately, meaningfully, appropriately, and creatively. Instagram application can support the teaching and learning process to improve speaking ability. Instagram has many advantages in learning and teaching process. As one of the social media, Instagram has advantages in educational fields; besides for meaningful learning, it also facilitates learners to gain more information broader. The available information in more diverse and can be accessed easily (Anita, 2021). Instagram can be used as a source for applying a number of photos, role plays, reading, speaking activities through videos Erarslan (2019).
Instagram can be a valuable tool for improving students’ speaking skills, especially since it encourages creative expression and provides an application for students to practice in a low-pressure, familiar environment. Instagram application provides lots of reels or videos explaining learning material, especially learning English. Instagram application can help students learn English to improve students’ abilities, especially speaking skills. Students can look for video material about speaking to improve students’ language skills. Instagram stories allow students to practice spontaneous speaking. Teachers can post prompts or questions, and students respond with audio or video messages. This encourages quick thinking and improves conversational skills.
Instagram application has several advantages for teaching and learning purposes. Those advantages as follow Utilizing Instagram enables students to develop ideas through contextually relevant content and provides an enjoyable learning experience. As a result, teachers can use Instagram to build engaging exercises for teaching English. Finally, using Instagram in foreign language study may be a valuable and innovative tool when students and teachers utilize it responsibly for instructional purposes Aloraini & Cardoso (2022).
Although Instagram application has several advantages to use in learning process, it also has disadvantages. Those disadvantages are excessive use of Instagram has been associated with various mental health issues, such as anxiety, depression, and low self- esteem. The frequent exposure to idealized images and lifestyles on this platform can cause feelings of inadequacy and comparison. Similar to other social media platforms, Instagram is also prone to cyber bullying and online harassment, with users being subjected to negative comments, hate speech, or trolling, which can significantly impact their well-being. . The addictive features of Instagram, such as the infinite scrolling feed and notifications, can lead to excessive usage and distraction Andreassen (2019). 
Based on the preliminary research conducted by the researcher through observation at MTS N 04 Bengkalis on 27 November with Mrs. Indrayani, S.Pd, many problems were found. Based on the research observation, students have some problem such as Limitations of grammar and vocabulary mastery of students, less in English pronunciation, and the students not fluency in speak English. The last, the learning media has not yet developed. Not yet using existing technology such aslanguage learning applications and e-learning platforms. Even though, technology helps make it easier for students to learn more varied things. To find an effect the students speaking ability, it needs an appropriate teaching learning media to solve their problem. From the problem above, The researcher will conduct a research entitled “The Effect Of Using Instagram Application Toward Student’s Speaking ability at the Eighth grade students of MTS N 4 Bengkalis”.

Method 
This study approach used in this research was quantitative approach. According to W.Creswell, (2019), experimental methods are divided into four types: pre- experimental design, true experiment, quasi-experimental, and single subject design. The design of this research was quasi-experimental. Quasi-experiment was an experimental plan that is carried out without randomization (randomization), but involves assigning participants to groups (W.Creswell, 2019). The author employed two classes VII C and VII D as samples, the total samples were 60 students, one class as an experimental class that was given treatment and another class as a control class that was not given treatment.
This study was carried out during the 2024/2025 academic year at MTS N 4 Bengkalis. The research was conducted on April 2025 to May 2025. The reason for choosing the school was based on the experience of the researcher at the school, where he found students’ problem in some students had difficulties in speaking. Population was a group of individuals who have the same characteristics (Creswell, 2012). The population in this study was eighth grade students who were divided into several classes total 120 students.
